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Introduction

The current deliverable is about a study which conducted from George Sefkas with the
aim to collect technical data related to the quarries complex and to create an update
record of their property and environmental status with special reference to each sub-

area

Quarries property status

The quarry is located in the wider area examined by the Multi-member Court of First
Instance of Thessaloniki in 1998. According to decision 7961/1998, it was decided

that the ownership of the area should be in favor of the community of Asvestochori.

Quarries environmental status

The current environmental situation of the area is confirmed by the Forestry Expert
Report of the Forester Panagiotis Kyriakidis which was drawn up in order to implement

the 120/1994 decision of the Multi-Member Court of First Instance of Thessaloniki.

Most of the area is covered by the quarry where there are grey-blue or white

limestones, in solid and thick layers.

In the rest of the section beyond the quarry zone, characterized by steep slopes near
the quarry and by gentler ones as we approach the Retziki-Asvastochori road, we find
diverse vegetation with various types of trees and shrubs such as: holly, oak, gorcia,
sycamore, sycamore and pomegranate. We also find various herbaceous plants such
as: clover, wild barley and wild mallow and finally plants such as thistle, sedge and

heather.
